In March 2019 he was recognized for fifty years of
membership in the Oklahoma Sheriff’s and Peace Officer’s Association. He
was a veteran of the Korean War and served in the United States Army from



1954 - 1957 as a paratrooper in the 82nd Airborne, 505th Infantry Division
where he achieved the rank of Corporal. As members of Fellowship Bible
Church in Fort Gibson, OK he and Darlene thoroughly enjoyed their church
family. More than anything he enjoyed gathering with family and friends no
matter the occasion.
