 Lois Murr was born July 30, 1921 in Carnegie, Oklahoma to Milton and Bessie
Moore. She graduated from Kingston High School in Kingston, Oklahoma.
Lois married Bob Murr on July 4, 1940 under a big oak tree. They moved to
Oktaha, Oklahoma in 1948 where they farmed and had a dairy. They were
named Farm Family of the Year for Muskogee County in 1986. Lois was very
active in the Muskogee Women’s Farm Bureau and Home Extension Club.
She was also very active in her church where she was a Sunday School
teacher and held various positions in Women’s Auxiliary. At the present time,
she was a member of Grandview Tabernacle. 
Lois loved to read her Bible, which was her constant companion, and she read
it all the way through many times. She relied on her favorite scripture,
Philippians 4:6-7, “Do not be anxious about anything, but in prayer and
thanksgiving, let your requests be known to God, and the peace of God, which
passeth all understanding, shall keep your hearts and minds through Christ
Jesus.” Lois will always be remembered as a great prayer warrior and was
always in prayer for her family and friends, even when she was so weak and
could hardly walk. It seemed that when she began to pray, she just kept



getting stronger with every word of praise. Even in her last hours, she was
praising the Lord. 
Lois was a wonderful mentor to her children, grandchildren, and to anyone
who would listen to her testimony of her relationship with Christ.
