
Nada Ayers
January 26, 1912 - December 29, 2014

Nada Bayless Ayers of Muskogee, OK died on December 29, 2014 at the age
of 102, one month shy of her 103rd birthday. She was born January 26, 1912
to Will and Maud Beasley on their farm in Harper County, Selman, OK. She
attended business college in Hutchinson, KS and studied photography in
Winona Lake, IN. Nada married Will Blake in 1935, and they settled first in
McAlester, OK, where their son William Joel was born. They later moved to
Paul’s Valley, OK. She opened Nada’s Photography Studio, which she
operated for 20 years. After Will died in 1955, she married Wyman Ayers and
they lived in Ft. Smith, AK. There she studied and practiced real estate. After
Wyman retired in the mid-1980s, they moved to a farm in Muskogee where
she became active in the OSU County Extension Service. Wyman died in
1995, and Nada moved into town. 

 Nada was preceded in death by her parents, five sisters (Gladys Ring of
Detroit, Eula Landrum of Walsh, CO, Oma Siler of Las Cruces, NM, Marcenia
Walker of Pritchett, CO, and Helen Smith of Canyon, TX), one brother, Vynne
Beasley of Amarillo, TX, her husbands, Will Blake and Wyman Ayers , and her
son Bill. 
She is survived by three step-children: Wyman D. Ayers and Joyce Tindle of
Oklahoma City, Kim Mitchell of Wellston, OK, her sister-in-law Bobbie Beasley
of Amarillo, as well as nieces and nephews, cousins, and special friends. 

 Nada was active in the York Street Christian church until her death. She took
great pleasure in memorizing and sharing Scripture and poems, walking daily,



and living a disciplined life. She has been a resident of Country Gardens for
the last 4 years.
