Rodney’s legacy is one of dedication, kindness, and service. He will be deeply
missed by all who knew and loved him.

Rodney was preceded in death by his beloved parents, Woodrow and Lillian
Wilson.

He is survived by his two brothers, Curtis Wilson and wife Cletus of
Muskogee, and Willie Wilson and wife Pam of Ada; his sister, Pamela
Roughface of Muskogee; numerous nieces and nephews; and a host of great
and great-grand nieces and nephews, all of whom will cherish his memory
and the guidance he gave.
